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1. [bookmark: _heading=h.gjdgxs]Purpose of the consultation – Main characteristics of the contract
1.1.  Purpose of the consultation:
The company KOSMOS (hereinafter "Kosmos") is in the process of developing two secure platforms to European standards for the parking of heavy goods vehicles located on the A4, commune of La Veuve (51) between Reims and Châlons-en -Champagne, and on the A6, commune Sauvigny-le-Bois (89) near Avallon.
The platforms are located at motorway exits and at the entrance to areas developed for transport, logistics, industrial activities and services.
A range of services for heavy goods vehicles is offered in the immediate vicinity of the car parks (technical inspection, service station, heavy goods vehicle washing, catering). The La Veuve car park is located near an AS 24 station.
These car parks are located near interchange 24 on the A4 motorway and exit 22 on the A6 motorway.
Kosmos wishes to conclude a rental contract to allow the lessee to operate the 2 serviced and secure car parks with entry and exit barriers and turnstiles.
The purpose of this consultation is to conclude a lease for the operation of these secure truck parking lots.
1.2. [bookmark: _heading=h.1fob9te] Main characteristics of the contract:
The company Kosmos will provide the lessee with two plots of land on the future car parks for the development of the secure car park (see the principle and descriptive plans in the appendix to the specifications).
The secure car parks will have a capacity of:
- 91 spaces (Heavy Goods Vehicles) and 313 LV spaces (Light Vehicles) at La Veuve.
- 143 HGV (Heavy Goods) seats and 35 Utility seats in Avallon.
The development of the 2 secure car parks to European standards will include:
- Entry and exit barriers and perimeter fences;
- A vehicle and person access/exit control system (turnstiles);
- Lighting;
- The necessary vertical and horizontal signage.
- Sanitary M, F, PMR
- Spaces dedicated to rest
The lessee will have a period of 6 months from the start date of the lease to put the secure car parks into service.
The holder will be responsible for assuming at his own expense the additional equipment necessary for the operation of the car parks.
Licensee will pay Kosmos a fixed monthly rent.
The rental contract will be drawn up in the form of a commercial lease (one lease per car park).

This file is composed, in addition to these regulations, of descriptive appendices of the car parks including all the plans and facilities provided by Kosmos.
3. Consultation Conditions

The consultation procedure is as follows:

Applicants who, after having read this consultation, wish to submit an application file, must first sign a bilateral confidentiality agreement.
3.1.2. [bookmark: _heading=h.2s8eyo1]Review of Offers :
Kosmos proceeds to the opening of bids that have been submitted before the date and time limits indicated in these regulations.
Envelopes received after the deadline are not eligible.
3.1.3. [bookmark: _heading=h.17dp8vu]Possiblity of negotiation :
Kosmos can freely organize negotiation with the 2 candidates who have provided the best offers.
3.1.3.1. Absence of negotiation :
If Kosmos decides not to enter into negotiations, the candidate will be notified.
3.1.3.2. [bookmark: _heading=h.26in1rg]Negotiation :
If Kosmos decides to enter into negotiations, the 1 to 2 candidates who have presented the best offers with regard to the award criteria are invited to negotiate.
The candidate(s) invited to negotiate will be received by the president of Kosmos, assisted by SODEREF, which is responsible for project management.
The terms of the negotiation will be presented to the candidate or to each candidate concerned in the e-mail that will be sent to them in order to invite them to negotiate.
The negotiation may relate in particular to the amount of the annual rent which will be paid by the lessee to Kosmos as well as to the form and duration of the contract.

The promise to lease is awarded by KOSMOS to the candidate who has submitted the offer presenting the best overall economic advantage with regard to the award criteria set out in article 8 below. Promise to sign before 12/22/22. Unselected candidates will be notified.

The period of validity for offers is 45 days from the deadline for receipt.

Applicants demonstrate that they have:
- The ability to exercise the professional activity covered by the lease;
- The economic and financial capacity and the technical and professional capacities necessary for the execution of the lease;

Foreign candidates are required to attach a French translation to the documents and information to be provided, in the event that these are written in another language.
The application file contains all the documents and information listed below:

· A letter of presentation of the candidate, specifying: the legal form of the candidate; the corporate purpose of each candidate; any links the candidate has with an economic group.

The offer file contains all the documents and information listed below:
· A note containing a detailed description of the investments that the candidate undertakes to make for the development of the secure HGV parking area on the one hand, and for major maintenance renewal (GER) on the other.
· A detailed provisional schedule for the current period between the effective date of the contract and the commissioning of the secure HGV parking lot.
· The following budgetary and financial documents: 
· A provisional budget detailing the amount of investments that the candidate undertakes to make;
· A provisional operating account for the first 2 years from the commissioning of the secure heavy goods vehicle parking lot;
· A proposal for the amount of fixed annual rent excluding tax.
· A note precisely describing the human and material resources implemented:
· For the development of the secure HGV parking lot;
· For the operation of the secure HGV parking lot.
· A note including:
· A proposal for the duration of the contract, justified according to the nature and amount of the services or investments which are the subject of the contract;
· The commitments of the candidate and the means that he will implement in terms of customer relations and communication intended for users;
· The means of taking into account the evolving nature of the services provided to users.
· A fee schedule for the services offered to users.

The criteria for choosing the tender with the best overall economic advantage are as follows, in descending order of importance:
· The technical value of the offer:
· Quality of the investments that the candidate undertakes to make;
· Quality and adequacy of the human and material resources implemented for the development of the secure HGV parking area on the one hand, and for its operation on the other hand;
· Consistency of the detailed provisional schedule for the current period between the effective date of the contract and the commissioning of the secure HGV parking lot;
· Duration of contract proposed by the candidate.
· The economic interest of the offer:
· Overall economic relevance of the project;
· Amount of investments that the candidate undertakes to make for the development of the car park on the one hand, and for major maintenance renewal (GER) on the other hand;
· Consistency of the forecast operating account;
· Amount of annual rent that the candidate undertakes to pay;
· Relevance of the price list of the service.
· Quality of service provided to users:
· Commitments and means implemented in terms of customer relations and communication aimed at users;
· Scalable nature of the services provided to users.

[bookmark: _heading=h.3as4poj]Secure car park with photovoltaic shades - A4 La Veuve
This free car park, which has existed since 1988, belonged to the CCI of Marne en Champagne. The company Kosmos acquired it in 2022 and has undertaken the project to turn it into a secure truck parking area by 2024 with 91 HGV spaces and  313 heavy spaces.

The parking area will comply with European standards, specifically the Platinum level of the EU-Parking Standard. 

The following services are nearby:
- AS24 service station (next to the car park)
- Restaurant open for lunch and dinner on weekdays (next to the car park)
- HGV technical inspection at 8km
The building permit is accepted and free of all claims.
The development of the secure car park is planned from August 2023 to December 2023, the commissioning of the car park by the lessee must be effective no later than January 31, 2024.
The lessee must provide free parking for 1 hour for HGV drivers using the truck restaurant (already existing on site - DELKO) at lunchtime. The lessee must provide a snacking service outside the opening hours of the restaurant and in conjunction with the latter.

Part of a formerly abandoned motorway belonging to APRR, the company Kosmos acquired the area in 2022 and has undertaken to put into service by 2024 a secure parking lot for heavy goods vehicles with 143 HGV spaces and 35 utility vehicles.

The parking area will comply with European standards, specifically the Platinum level of the EU-Parking Standard. 
Les services suivants se trouvent à proximité :
The following services are nearby:
- Gaz’Up service station (next to the car park)
- HGV technical control at 1kmLe permis de construire est en cours d’instruction.
The development of the secure car park is planned from January 2024 to July 2024, the commissioning of the car park by the lessee must be effective no later than December 31, 2024.
The lessee must set up a 24/7 snacking service.
The lessee will have 240m² of buildings at his disposal to install catering, rest rooms, laundry room and operations rooms.
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
